Pre-register by mail. Please read the enclosed application carefully.   
See website for start dates/time.   
Return the application form signed and fully completed, along with class fee to reserve a 
place in the class.  You will receive confirmation of acceptance by mail/email or phone. 

HEALTH CERTIFICATE  Please bring the Health certificate with you to the first class. It must be 
completed/signed by your veterinarian. 

Remember: that the first week is the Orientation. Please leave your puppy at home. During the 
orientation we will lay the groundwork for successful management and relational skills.  

Parking:  Parking is restricted to the west side of the street. (On the opposite side of street from my 
house where the classes are held)
